WHAT WE ARE DOING 
 
Modern fences were erected around the perimeter of the cemetery ground including expansion of the existing structures comprising of new bathrooms with showers and two storage room.

Two hundred and seventy (270) more new crypts have been added to the existing plots at 168 with eight (8) Overhead size crypts including new Columbarium 320 niches and a Memorial Wall with 96 Markers. 

After years of consistently advocating to the VA Regional Office in Hawaii for a full-time Veteran Service Officer (VSO), we now have Mr. Willie Peterson, the new VSO and has since been providing much needed services to Veterans and family in terms of applying for compensations, benefits and/or pensions on a regular basis.

Partner with not-for-profit organizations to sponsor events of interest for Veterans and family.

Increase visits from VA Benefit Counselor from quarterly visit to monthly visit.
